Eligibility

Only current graduate/student members who were PRINZ student members during 2020, or have joined as student members in 2021 are eligible to enter this category.
Entry Topics
Entrants must submit a piece of work focussing on the future of public relations. For example, entrants may choose:

· issues that public relations practitioners may face in the future
· a different perspective on how to solve a specific industry issue
· how emerging technologies will change the way PR professionals will work, or
· another future related topic of the entrant's choosing.

Entry Format
Entrants may submit their work in any medium that best conveys their content. Entry format may include but is not limited to, an essay of up to 1,200 words, a PowerPoint presentation, or a video of no longer than 3 minutes’ duration. Whatever format you choose, please include a summary of your work (word limit: 400 words).
Judging Criteria

Judges will be looking for entries that demonstrate entrants’ ability to think critically and strategically about the public relations profession. It is imperative to communicate effectively and persuasively. Entries may shine a light on entrants’ willingness to think outside the box and push the boundaries. Additional marks will be given for creativity.
